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Access Statement for Skylark Cottage, Laverock Law
Introduction

Skylark cottage is a single storey cottage situated in a rural setting approximately 2 miles from the village of Lowick in Northumberland. We have tried to provide as much information as possible in this statement, but if you have any queries please do call. We look forward to welcoming you.

Pre-Arrival

· There is lots of information about skylark cottage on our www.laverocklawcottages.co.uk 

· Bookings / enquiries can be made with Laverock Law cottages via email,  or telephone. The cottage owners will contact you pre arrival to determine any special requests and ensure they area available to greet you on arrival.
· The nearest bus stop is located at Fenwick which is approximately 4 miles from the cottage
· The nearest train station is on the East Coast Main Line at Berwick Upon Tweed which is 9 miles away. There are accessible taxis at the station.  Guests can be collected from the train station at Berwick by prior arrangement.
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities

· There is a private level car parking area with enough room for 2 cars for each of the cottages. Additional cars can be accommodated with advance notice.
· The car parking area is level gravel, with concrete leading from here to the cottage door, because the car park is away from the road it is possible for passengers to get out of  a vehicle directly on to the concrete area to avoid gravel where this is problematic
· The entrance to the cottage at the front has 2 small steps approximately 5’’ (125mm high), 10’’(250mm) deep, 42’’(1075mm) wide. Which leads to the wide front doorway which is hinged to the right and is 32’’ (810mm) cm wide. A temporary ramp is available if requested in advance.
· Parking is approximately 15 metres away from the entrance with no gradient exceeding 1 in 30. 

· The parking area is lit by an outside light with a movement sensor. There is also a light on the roadside which illuminates the entrance from the road.
· The outside light beside the entrance door is switched on from the inside of the house. 
· When you arrive at Laverock law, you will always be greeted by Harvest or  Dave who will provide any assistance required, give you the keys to the cottage and provide you with an introductory tour of the facilities, if required we will also help with unloading of your vehicle.
General Information

· The front door is 32’’(810mm) wide and the key hole lock 40’’(1025mm) high.
· The front door leads to the front hall with hanging space for coats and a space for boots and shoes, the front hallway is tiled
· All of the doorways within the cottage are wide and the ceilings are of standard height
· The hallway leads into the lounge to the left and to the bedrooms to the right, the kitchen is accessed from the lounge and the bathroom and toilet from a small rear hallway leading off the lounge. There are no steps at all within skylark cottage
· Heating is provided throughout the property from radiators which are controlled by a central timer thermostat which guests can override to provide additional heat if required There is also a wood burning stove in the lounge, wood for the stove  is kept in the shed in the garden to the rear of the property. If required we are more than happy to assist with bringing firewood into the cottage and helping with firelighting.
Lounge 
· The door leading from the front hall into the lounge is 32’’ (810mm ) wide.
· Flooring is wooden with a rug with grips underneath in front of the hearth

· Furniture is moveable and there is ample space between items of furniture for the use of a wheelchair or similar
· There are two fabric covered double sofas and one rocking chair, a large dresser and small sideboard containing various games, books and maps
· The digital television and DVD player both have remote controls as does the digital radio and I pod docking station.
· The woodburning stove is set in a traditional fireplace and a fireguard can be provided if required.
Kitchen/Dining area 

· The kitchen/dining area is level accessed from the lounge through an open doorway 32’’ wide (810mm) The dining area floor is wooden with a tiled floor area in the kitchen
· The worktop height is standard at approximately 900mm
· The dining area has a large farmhouse table with 5 wooden seats (one with arms) and a highchair is available, it is easy to get a wheelchair directly to the table if required.
· Oven door is sideopening with hob above is and is at standard height.
· Ceramic Sink is standard height with cupboards underneath.

· Standard size front loading washing machine and tumble dryer (condenser-type) are provided, with washing tablets provided.
· Lighting is spotlight bulbs on ceiling, additional ceiling lights in dining area
· There is good free space between furniture and kitchen worktops to facilitate easy access and good contrast between floor, cupboards and other surfaces.

· Fridge/ freezer and microwave are all provided in the kitchen

· A Dishwasher is provided along with dishwasher tablets
· A mains wired Smoke alarm has been fitted, and all electrical systems within the house are modern and located 18’’ (450mm)  from floors and lights switches 48’’ (1220mm) from floors in compliance with current building regulations.
Master Bedroom 
· Door width is 32’’ (810mm) and hinged to the left to give good access
· The Double bed provided is 72’’ (1800mm wide), which can also be reconfigured to provide two full size single beds 
· Bed height 23’’ (570mm) floor to top of mattress.

· Pillows and spare pillows are provided along with organic bedding and down duvets, ( non down duvets  for allergy sufferers are available on request at time of booking)
· Largest transfer space available left or right of bed is 69’’ (1750mm).
· The Bed is moveable if more space is required at either side.

· Chest of drawers is 28’’ high (1300mm) high. Bedside tables are 25’’(625)mm high.
· The largest free space clear of doors and furniture is 54’’(1125mm) x 89’’(2250mm), furniture can be rearranged to suit occupants who have special mobility requirements.
· 2 Small chairs are also provided in this bedroom.
Single Bedroom 

· Door width 28.5’’(720mm) wide. Door hinged to the left.
· Wooden single bed provided
· Bed height 20’’ (500mm) floor to top of mattress.

· Pillows and spare pillows are provided along with organic bedding and down duvets, ( non down duvets are available on request at time of booking)
· Largest transfer space available left or right of bed is 39’’ (1000mm)
· The bed is moveable if more space is required at either side.

· Chest of drawers is 25’’ (625mm) high.  And serves as a bedside table with small table lamp.

· Largest free space clear of doors and furniture is 40’’ (1025mm) by 89’’ (2250mm) maximum dimensions.
Double  Bedroom 

· Door width 32’’ (810mm) wide.
· Standard sized Double bed provided 

· Bed height 16’’(400mm) floor to top of mattress.

· Pillows and spare pillows are provided along with organic bedding and down duvets, ( non down duvets for allergy sufferers are available on request at time of booking)
· Largest transfer space available left or right of bed is 42’’ (1075mm) metres.

· Chest of drawers is 32’’ (800mm)  high. Bedside tables are 25’’ (625mm) high.

· Largest free space clear of doors and furniture is 42’’ (1075mm) by 74’’ (1850mm).
Bathroom accessed from rear hallway leading from lounge
· Door width 27’’(710mm).
· Standard size and height bath with hand grips.
· Seperate shower cubicle is 90 cm. sized quadrant with sliding glass doors.
· Free space in bathroom free of doors and furniture is 48’’ (1200mm) metres by 116’’ (2900mm)
· The toilet is in a separate room immediately adjacent to and on a level with the bathroom
· Toilet seat height 17’’ (425mm).
· There is approximately 10’’ (250m of space on either side of the toilet.
· Bathroom, toilet and rear hallway floors are all tiled and insulated underneath
· Good colour contrast between floor walls and furniture.

· Space under the wash basin is free.
Gardens

· Moderate sized rear garden accessed via back door of property and step of approximately 3 ‘’ (75mm) to a level hard surfaced area and then short grass slope to lawned area with table and 5 separate chairs.
· Front courtyard with wooden seat, south facing and sheltered providing a good suntrap, accessed via front door.
· Campfires also available in front paddock accessed via short grass slope and then level grassed pathway.
Additional Information

· Information folder is produced in size 14 font.

· Reasonable mobile phone reception, we are able to enable the use of our phone for emergency contact purposes as required.
· The cottage is no smoking throughout.

· Pets and service dogs welcome, please inform us when booking.

· Owners live on site and will provide reasonable assistance when available, owners will also help with local shopping, and provide home baking cakes and bread, with the option of a cooked breakfast served in the cottage.

· Local Ice-creams are available in your kitchen freezer (honesty box)
